Derby Entrants and Fee
Online registration will be available for this conference.  All delegates attending SAACURH will be allowed to register for Mini-ALURH 2004.  Schools will register as a whole and individuals will register on-line as well.  The fee will be $15.00/delegate.  This fee covers lunch, dinner, snacks, and the mandated ALURH add-on fee.  Housing will be an additional $10/delegate if the delegates stay at Rose Towers.  Registration will be due by September 30, 2004 with payment due by the start of the conference.  Invoices will be sent to schools after they have registered.

The business meeting will be held in Bidgood Hall with auditorium style seating for approximately 60 people.
