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A Message from the 


Alumni Board


Chapter Updates


Over the past several years, the Alumni Board has been heavily involved with the Chapter to assure the Chapter's financial health.  The Chapter's financial situation has been gradually improving, and is markedly better now than it was three years ago.  As an example, last summer, to make ends meet, the Alumni Board allowed students to pre-pay fall dues at the end of the spring semester, essentially "borrowing" revenue from the fall to cover the summer's expenses.  This summer, no such maneuver was required; enough money remained at the end of the Spring to cover the summer's expenses, and we begin the Fall 2005 semester with a clean slate.  All our trade creditors, vendors, and employees have been paid in full, and the only debt we have now is the debt relating to the Chapter House.


 


This debt is in two parts; one loan from SouthTrust Bank, the other from the National Housing Corporation.  We are on an aggressive amortization schedule with SouthTrust, with the result that this loan ought to be retired completely in just a few years' time.  Our monthly obligation to SouthTrust is about $3,700.  The loan to the National Housing Corporation is in interest-only mode right now, with monthly payments of about $2,500.  As soon as the SouthTrust note is retired, we will begin making large monthly principal payments on the National Housing Corporation loan.


 


Our system for budgeting has been improved, and with better information and buy-in from the chapter leadership, we are able to accurately forecast membership levels, and therefore to charge appropriately, instead of the "boom-to-bust" model which accompanies planning without data.  This fall, the Alumni Board plans to hand day-to-day financial management (bill paying, etc.) back over to the undergraduate Treasurer, who has been working closely with the Alumni Board now for over a year.  The Alumni Board will then step back to its traditional and rightful role of ensuring the loans, insurance and taxes are paid, and providing general oversight of financial operations.  As has been said of our forces in Iraq, as the undergraduate Chapter stands up, the Alumni Board will stand down.


 


On non-financial matters, the Alumni Board believes the Chapter is also making progress.  The Chapter has experienced restored leadership and discipline, and Chapter members are finding ways around obstacles instead of perfecting lists of excuses.  We have done our level best to stamp out hazing, and this effort has shown results. When we overhear undergraduates complaining that they cannot harass the pledges like they used to, it is music to our ears.  Finally, both the Alumni Board and the Chapter have moved out of crisis-management/survival mode and have begun to make plans for the future, including needed repairs and wanted renovations to the Chapter House, and acquiring half of the "dirt lot" between us and SAE (SAE to get the other half), making more room for parking and, eventually we hope, building a party/meeting room to free up the dining room from its current dual use.


 


We always welcome comments and questions from our Alumni and friends.  Your Alumni Board members are Ralph Clements, George Corey, Leon Badali, Scott Crocker, and Justin Mayfield.  We are also looking for additional Alumni Board members; if you can make 1 meeting per month in Tuscaloosa or Birmingham, and have an interest in giving back to the fraternity, please contact us.

AFTER GRADUATING FROM COLLEGE MR DEUEL WORKED FOR TWO YEARS ON B-52S FOR BOEING IN SEATTLE, WASHINGTON.  HE THEN  WENT ON TO REDSTONE ARSENAL IN 1952 OF HUNTSVILLE, AL AND JOINED THE ABMA WERNHER VON BRAUN FIRST LAUNCH TEAM AND LATER NASA’S MARSHALL SPACE FLIGHT CENTER WHERE HE WORKED ON MAJOR SPACE PROGRAMS FROM 1952-1979. HE WAS ALSO A MEMBER OF THE AMERICAN ROCKET SOCIETY.
