This scale is currently under construction, and is authored by Jamie DeCoster and Janet Swim.  

It is designed to measure factors that might make someone more likely to label something as sexist.  Originally the items were designed to assess the individual’s feelings about the importance of sexism (8, 19, 29, 30), the effect of sexism on society (5, 6, 12, 23, 26), the prevalence of prejudice in society (2, 7, 9, 11, 22, 24), personal experience with prejudice (1, 4, 10, 13, 15, 16, 17, 20, 25, 27), effects of sexism on evaluations (3, 14, 18, 21, 28).  However, the scale appears to have a single factor.  Higher numbers indicate that a person is more likely to perceive sexism.  Items 2, 7, 10, 14, 15, 24, 27, and 30 must be reverse coded.
