The variables and their coding rules are generally discussed in Daniel M. Jones, Stuart A. Bremer, and J. David Singer, “Militarized Disputes, 1816-1992: Rationale Coding Rules and Empirical Patterns”. Conflict Management and Peace Science, Vol. 15, 1996. The unit of analysis is an interstate dispute.
